ÉNon -permitted Sites  

ïSites less than one acre  

ïRoutine road ditch maintenance less 
than 5 acres

Requirements 

É Prevent tracking  (pads or equivalent)  

É Inlet protection  

É Control of sediment into waters  

É Control of sediment from drainage 
ways  

É Dewatering  

É Soil stockpile erosion control (7 days)  

É Manage runoff from other building 
materials (cement washwater, 
chemicals)  



 

Erosion and Sediment Control 

Practices 

ÉPlus:  

ïPrevent erosive flows at outlets and 
downstream channels  

ïPrevent the transport of untreated 
wash water from vehicle and wheel 
washing  

 



 

Preventive Measures 

ÉMaintain existing vegetation  

ÉMinimize soil compaction and 
preserve topsoil  

ÉMinimize disturbance (slopes >20%)  

ÉDevelop spill prevention and 
response procedures  
 



 

Implementation Measures 

É Install BMPs before disturbance.  
ÉMaintain BMPs until final 

stabilization.  
ÉStart final stabilization when 

disturbance ceases.  
ÉTemporary stabilization when 

disturbance will not resume for 14 or 
more days.  

ÉRemove BMPs when not needed.
