AlS Prevention Steps

Inspect your boat, trailer, & equipment AND

Remove any aquatic plants & animals

Drain all water from boat, motor, & equipment

Do n’' t liveftslv aavay from avaterbody

Dispose of unwanted bait in trash

Rinse boat & equipment with hot/nigh pressure wat

ORDry boat for at least 5 days

v Dispose of unuged bait in the
trash, not in the water

v Wash boat and equipment with
high-pressure or hot water, OR

v’ Dry boat and equipment
thoroughly for 5 days
