Example Guiding Principles

A Preserve natural topography, watersheds,
and drainage patterns

A Minimize:
I Land disturbance area & time soll IS exposed
I Soll compaction and loss of trees & vegetation
I Impervious surface and steep slopes

A Maintain groundwater recharge areas

A Emphasize veg. swales & native plantings

A Distribute BMPs on site (not only low spot)
